color of the year, it wasn’t as strong as expected. But pre-
dictions are that green will come in stronger for 2018. Shades of Olive and Chartreuse
are predicted color shades for this year, reflecting nature and complementing a warm
and cozy home.

And when it comes to style, circles are trending. You’ll see this in coffee tables
down to round pillows on the sofa or bed! Although this is trending for 2018, I have
personally been a fan of round tables and round accent pillows for a long time. Round
or oval tables are great for angling chairs in your room, and especially for small, tight
spaces, allowing flexibility with furniture placement. Plus using a mix of round with
so many other straight lines helps soften the overall feel of the room, giving interest to
the design concept.

Remembering
Generations Past

Sometimes I like to take a look back. I’'m not sure if it’s because I was a history
major in college or I just get sentimental at the beginning of a new year.

That look back recently brought back many memories of Nacogdoches. The
history here is like nowhere else in the state. I can only imagine Sam Houston
walking these brick streets at one time, along with many other historical characters
and heroes.

Fast forward about 100 years and you will find some of my own ancestors
walking the town square. My grandparents eloped from Shreveport to Center and
got married at the first justice of the peace they found across the state line. They
settled in Nacogdoches after work brought my grandfather south to Lufkin. But
their home was always in Nacogdoches. From a cabin on the “river” to a larger
one built with their own two hands, they lived, laughed, worshipped and shopped
in Nacogdoches.

Seems like in those days the road between my home in Lufkin and Nacogdo-
ches seemed long. The narrow two-lanes of traffic took about 30 minutes to travel.
By the time I began driving, I would beg my parents to let me drive back to Lufkin
from their home just north of the Angelina River Bridge. As a young adult, the vis-
its got further apart and I drove my own car. But never did I leave my grandparent’s
home that my grandfather didn’t warn me about that long two-lane river bridge.
“Watch that old bridge baby, it will kill you if you’re not careful,” he would say.

I still think of his words each time I cross it. Except now, US 59 between
Lufkin and Nacogdoches is a four-lane roadway with two concrete bridges across
the river. What a difference a generation makes. The future looks bright and there
are many more changes ahead for much of US 59. An interstate will change the
landscape someday and future generations will know it as I 69.

One thing I hope will never change even though modern roadways will. I hope
the brick streets of this great city still look the same as they did when Sam Houston
walked over them. Getting from the present to the future will take a commitment
and some patience from many of us, but TxXDOT is committed to building safe, re-
liable routes of travel for present and future generations that connect us all safely. I
hope as this occurs that you enjoy your ride into the future, but don’t forget to take
a turn down memory lane every now and then.

NACOGDOCHES COUNTY, TEXAS, U.S. 59, three miles south of Garrison,
Texas, 1971. This is the story of the saga of stolen Continental Trailways bus num-
ber 12519. When I first wanted to share this story, I found myself thinking that I
needed to conceal the names of those involved to protect the innocent, the guilty,
and the retired. However, I decided that if I couldn’t name names after 45 years
then, perhaps the story shouldn’t be told....but it is too funny not to share.

It was a Saturday night and I am in my usual seat riding with Texas Highway
Patrolmen DAVID FISCHER and JOE EVANS, with Fischer in the lead. (Being
“in the lead” is Highway Patrol lingo meaning the one driving is responsible for
all paperwork and reports for that shift). We were headed to Garrison, Texas, to
check some remote roads when we passed by a bus like the one pictured sitting
on the shoulder of U.S. 59. Fischer pointed out he had seen it the day before, but

thought the bus company would have picked it up. He said, “If it’s here when we
get through in Garrison, we will check it out.”

After midnight it was still there, so we stopped to inspect it. David, the experi-
enced truck driver, seated himself behind the steering wheel. He said in short order,
“The key is in it” and as he turned the key and the motor started, he said, “it runs”
and then he spotted the fuel gauge showing full. He rocked the bus in forward and
reverse gears and exclaimed, “Joe, this thing is stolen.”

At this time we were noticing a foul odor through out the bus and began to
think we may have a dead body on it. In the darkness, Fischer and I walked to the
back of the bus. David, thinking a body was in the restroom, slowly reached for the
bathroom door to open it. Meanwhile, Joe was in the driver’s seat- and only in the
way he could do it- picked up the microphone for the PA SYSTEM. The speaker
happened to be in the back of the dark bus-directly over our heads!! As Fischer’s
fingers are slowly opening the door, Joe yells, “ GET OUT OF THERE!!” David
slams the door shut as he is jumping 3 feet high!!! Quickly recovering, Fischer
calls a meeting and he and Joe decided they needed to take the bus to the square in
Garrison for its safety and also secure the overflowing toilet! They looked at me
and said, “ You drive the car.” I said that if that was an order I would. They said,
“Itis.”

After getting the bus to Garrison, we then headed to Nacogdoches where we
met HHGHWAY PATROLMEN CL VERNER and JOHN STEED. On telling them
of the bus they said, “You can’t leave it there, it will be vandalized by morning.”
So all five of us then rode up to Garrison. After looking at the bus, they had another
conference and said, “WE are taking the bus to Nacogdoches ... you drive the car.”
I'said, “ If that is an order, I will.” They said, “Itis.” ....and we all left for Nacogdo-
ches. Enroute, they switched drivers three times while I was content in the “black
and white.”

The bus was parked at the NACOGDOCHES COUNTY COURTHOUSE and
Fischer went in to call Continental Trailways and tell them the location of bus
#12519. Fischer said to a manager in Houston at about 2 am, “This is DAVID
FISCHER, TEXAS HIGHWAY PATROL in Nacogdoches and we have recovered
one of your buses..... What do you mean you don’t have one missing. ...We have it.
YES, we do! Okay...., I WILL call back tomorrow!”

Fischer called back later on Sunday and found the following.... the bus had
been taken from the Houston depot by someone later determined to be a “Hippie
with long hair and beard.” He and his partner(s) had flipped the sign to CHARTER
and headed north on U.S 59. They stopped in Diboll to get diesel, but did not have
any money ... so they swapped a guitar for the diesel. So, with the sign still saying
CHARTER, they continued northward. For some unknown reason, they drove it
within three miles of Garrison, where they abandoned it.

This caper was never solved and we often wondered if they planned to park
there or had a patrol car spook them into abandoning the bus. ...... It was a couple
of years later, when I was in the police academy, that I found out why all the High-
way Patrolmen had to stay with the bus.... they knew they needed to “establish,
maintain, and protect” the evidence and it’s chain of custody!!! Friends, I cannot
possibly begin to explain to you why that bus number, 12519, burned itself into my
brain, but it did. Maybe it just wanted its story told.

Lately?

Have you been catfishing lately? I'm
not talking about going “catfishing” with
a line and a pole or a fishnet. I’ve recent-
ly learned about a new use of the term.
The name refers to the practice of some-
one who creates a fake identity to deceive
another person for purposes of an online

“REED ALL ABOUT IT!” internet relationship.
by Dr. Allen Reed “Catfish” is the title of a 2010 indepen-
dent documentary film that followed the
story of Nev Schulman as he set out to meet “Megan,” a woman he made contact
with and fell in love with online. The only problem was — Megan didn’t exist. Me-
gan was a fictitious person made up by a real person named Angela Wesselman.

Wesselman’s husband, Vince Pierce, offered this explanation about “catfish-
ing.” “In the early days of transporting cod from Alaska to China, the fish were
arriving in Asia lethargic and atrophied. The solution? Put some catfish in with the
cod to keep the cod agile.” And there are those people who are catfish in life. “Cat-
fishing” has become shorthand for faking the identity of a person for the purpose
of carrying on a relationship.!

“Catfishing” isn’t restricted to the internet. It happens, unfortunately, in ev-
eryday life. Other terms that can define “catfishing” are words like hypocrisy, de-
ception, and lying. Is “catfishing” a harmless prank? Is lying or being deceptive
okay? Ask Lance Armstrong. Ask any baseball athlete who has been kept out of the
Baseball Hall of Fame for doping.

Here is God’s warning to our culture: “A false witness will not go unpunished,
and he who tells lies will not escape” (Proverbs 19:5, NASB). Have you been “cat-
fishing” lately?

A LITTLE HUMOR: The late Ann Landers challenged her readers to come up
with the world’s third-biggest lie — right after “The check is in the mail” and “I’m
from the government, and I’m here to help you.” Here is a sampling from the thou-
sands she received: “It’s a good thing you came in today. We only have two more in
stock.” “Five pounds is nothing on a person of your height.” “The puppy won’t be
any trouble, Mom. I'll take care of it myself.” “You don’t need that in writing. You
have my personal guarantee.”

My daddy said “There is never enough alcohol in
the world to bury your sorrows if you’re born tender
hearted.” My mom was more to the point, saying, “Jer-
ry has always been the tender hearted one.

What Mama was referencing was a little enclosed

It started with our burying deceased wood beetles in kitchen matchboxes.
These “Betsy bugs” as we called them, didn’t decay, so we could keep them out
for a viewing, and neighbor kids who braved the heat and dusty roads up to our
house had something to see. Then we’d solemnly lead the procession of children
back to the pet cemetery, and allow each to bring a flower picked along the way. An
audience and someone good at mourning was always better for a good pet home
going. My sister Janice had also perfected a keening wail she could turn on and off
like tap water.

Later, we might decide to bury an armadillo ran over by a local chicken truck
out on Highway 7, if it wasn’t too mangled, but they had to go in fast (and deep).
Nothing died often enough for us, as even death moved at a snail’s pace in the rural
days of our youth, so we’d scavenge for the cemetery until the real thing happened.
And sometimes, it actually was a cherished pet.

Pete and RePeat were our parakeets, and when RePeat tried to lay an egg too
large for her tiny body, she just keeled over right off the perch. We dumped Jan-
ice’s school supplies from her King Edward cigar box, and set about preparing a
velvet coffin for RePeat. We found a heavy red curtain in the attic, half eaten by
mice, then cut perfect squares to glue on every surface. We scissored my dad’s
black dress socks for a liner because he never needed them for anything. “You kids
go ahead, the Good Lord is more likely to give RePeat a better reception than I’d
get wearin’ them, anyway.” Dad would lean back, perfectly balanced in the straight
back chair on our front porch, smoking a cigarette, loving the show of his two
youngest building a parakeet coffin.

“You know,” he said, “I thought those birds were two males, anyway. That’s
what your mama always told me. So when that egg showed up, it surprised me as
much as it did ol” RePeat! Dangdest thing!”

Sad as it was, RePeat made a magnificent corpse, resplendent in pastel hues of
blues and white, with just a tint of luminous pink against the black liner, her no-
ble beak still held high. “Cover her butt up, so she won’t be embarrassed,” Janice
reminded me, as the egg was still visible and distracted from an otherwise serene
repose. I felt bad for the bird, yet grateful we not only had a fitting funeral display,
but a perfect cemetery in the woods for the procession that would take it to its final
rest. It was a beautiful spring day, and I had my King James Bible, replete with
white cover, and had carefully bookmarked all the good funeral passages with
sprigs of fresh clover.

So, RePeat’s funeral was to be a grand one, our largest to date, and we planned
it for two days. We had a good turnout for that service, as Miss Reid walked all the
way over via the log bridge from her house a full two miles away. Mr. Giles and
Mrs. Cureton came with their old German Shepherd, which meant a lot, since Mr.
Giles was retired from the FBI. When Irony, our old cat died from being poisoned
a couple of years earlier, we had gone to Mr. Giles to seek his input and hoping
he could investigate it. He did have a lot of time on his hands. Irony had survived
many mishaps as a kitten, including my putting him in the butter churn while my
grandma was churning one Saturday on our porch, and my uncle said it was ironic
he was still alive. So his name became Irony.

Once, when we found a huge water moccasin near the Cureton house, Mr. Giles
walked down slowly, leaning on his cane to see where we’d killed and bagged it in
a toe sack, and lectured us about how dangerous snakes could be when you messed
with ‘em. We listened respectfully, but knew we’d do it all over again any chance
we got. We had a lot of respect for Mr. Giles, because even his dog seemed to be
smarter than everyone else’s. Once, when I was about five, going to visit Ms. Reid
to pick up milk and eggs, I had to cross over the log foot bridge to her house. I was
terrified, and it was the Cureton’s German Shepherd who crossed over to me after
I started to cry, and gently pulled me across by my shirt. The instant he gingerly
took my collar in his mouth and pulled me forward, I knew I would be fine.

Following RePeat’s service, there would be many others, including Rusty, our

beloved apple headed chihuahua. We were rough kids sometimes, I think parents
wouldn’t casually leave their own children with us, because we were never in-
doors, swinging on grapevines over the East Texas creeks and tanned brown as
berries. We were as likely to spend all day building forts along the creeks, catching
turtles, tadpoles and crawfish. We played pretty rough too, I realize now in looking
back. Our baseball games were always between all six of my siblings, with the
older ones splitting the sides up so each had their share of young liabilities. It was
during one of these games, when I was deemed too short to bat that my brothers
decided I should swing standing on the edge of our front porch. In early years, we
didn’t have a baseball, and used big old hard shelled pecans, but we did have a
good solid bat.

My first swing from the porch was meant for a home run, but it caught poor
Rusty the chihuahua right behind his little melon head, and he keeled over with-
out even a kick. I was hysterical, because I’d killed Rusty, even though I knew
he wouldn’t be as missed as if it had been our other dog Spot. Old Spot was a
hunter, for both squirrels and rabbit, so he was handy as a pocket on a shirt. But,
Rusty barked like a mad dog, at everything, anyone, even when the wind just blew
through the wisteria, he would commence to barking like it was the second com-
ing. I had witnesses it was an accident, so I wasn’t concerned about too harsh a
punishment.

But, we also wanted to keep Rusty’s body from being seen by my oldest sister,
Judy, because he was her constant, watching as she painted her toenails, barking
when the lid on the toilet was dropped too loud, or even when a whippoorwill or
rain crow would call mournfully from the pine thickets nearby. By then, I had also
started keeping a good stash of coffin materials handy, so I knew a shoebox would
fit Rusty just fine, and we quietly agreed to a quick interment, knowing we might
even get back in time to finish the game. Then later, when Daddy got home from
work, we told him what happened, he cautioned us again about playing too close
to the house, breaking a window, possibly killing a dog, or each other.

What we hadn’t prepared for was later that evening, when Rusty somehow
regained consciousness in his little shoe box coffin, and apparently dug himself out
of the shallow grave we’d placed him in, teetered up the trail from the cemetery
and proceeded to wander inside through the back door, staggering a bit with just a
little pile of red dirt still resting on top of his head. Dad was drinking whiskey that
night, and I remember him shouting “SweetLordAMighty!” when Rusty blinked
his way back into our lit kitchen. Old Rusty was fine, just a tad groggy for a bit,
and lived for many years after that most premature burial.

Of course, we kids thought it was an East Texas miracle. I felt it might be a
spark from my sermon, ‘cause I’d been preaching full throttle from my pine stump
pulpit. And maybe, just maybe, it truly was a miracle. I do recall Rusty held a
place of high reverence in our household from that day forward. And the very next
year, we got our first baseball and gloves from Western Auto down on Main Street.
Blessings in abundance.

Life was good for us then, and it has never been better since.
